	There is a potential for a significant number of staff being identified as a contact for a member of staff who subsequently tests positive for COVID -19 as they have to work within 2 metres of each other for more than 15 minutes when attending MDT and safety huddles and when on rest breaks in sub clinical areas
The test and trace guidance states that staff who have not been wearing the full PPE, masks, gloves, aprons and visors when in contact with  the affected person must go home and self-isolate for 14 days.
There creates the potential for clinical areas to be left without their full complement of staff and for small departments to be severely affected possibly resulting in non-provision or reduction of services

The test and trace guidance states that wearing a mask does not exempt HCW from test and trace 
It is not practical for staff to wear full PPE when in meetings, having breaks etc. 

A close contact is considered as:
· contact within 48 hours before symptom onset of the COVID-19 positive person or within 7 days after symptom onset (and they have been without fever and well for 48 hours)
AND
having face-to-face contact with someone (less than 1 metre away)

OR

spending more than 15 minutes within 2 metres of someone

OR

travelling in a car or other small vehicle with someone (even on a short journey) or close to them on a plane.

	
	
	Staff are required to wear masks and to socially distance where possible in sub clinical areas and meetings
Meetings where possible are held via skype/teams etc.

Clinical handovers are split into two to limit the amount of people in the room

Rest facilities have been assessed to ensure that staff can socially distance when eating/having a break and that hand decontamination resources are available

When working in a clinical area full PPE is worn

	The extended use of face masks does not remove the need for other key bundles of measures to reduce the risk of transmission of SARS-CoV-2, including social/physical distancing, optimal hand hygiene, frequent surface decontamination, ventilation and other measures where appropriate.
 Reliance on individual (as opposed to bundles of) measures to reduce the risk of virus transmission is not sufficient.
People must keep a distance of 2 metres.
Hand decontamination should take place before entering the room and when leaving the room
Staff should not consume food in meeting rooms

Meeting rooms should be environmentally cleaned before and after the meeting

Rooms where staff go for breaks should be environmentally cleaned frequently. Staff should wipe down surfaces they have used or been in contact with before they leave the room with the wipes provided
Masks should be kept on during meetings

In the event a member of staff is identified as positive and has been working alongside colleagues without full PPE  a risk assessment of the exposure needs to be undertaken to determine whether all contacts have to self-isolate
